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Remember our attitudes about money are extremely spiritual.  

There are more than 500 verses in the Bible concerning prayer.  Nearly 500 verses concerning faith but more than 2,000 verses on the subject of money and possessions.

Jesus talked about money in 16 of his 38 parables.

Clearly from the Bible’s point of view, we need to understand money and how to handle it.

How you handle money reveals volumes about your priorities, loyalties and affections.

God wants to give you all things. He is the most incredible giver of all time. 

Romans 8:32 

He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how will He not also with Him freely give us all things? 

James 1:17 

Every good thing bestowed and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation, or shifting shadow. 

2 Peter 1:3 

Seeing that His divine power has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and excellence. 

Remember you can never out-give God.

But every offspring of a donkey you shall redeem with a lamb, but if you do not redeem it, then you shall break its neck; and every first-born of man among your sons shall be redeem.

According to OT law, the first-born was to be either sacrificed or redeemed.

Every time one of your livestock animals delivered its firstborn, you were to sacrifice it, or if it was designated unclean you had to redeem it with a clean, spotless lamb.

Clean firstborn – sacrificed.

Unclean firstborn – redeemed.

John 1:29


…”Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world.

Powerful prophetic statement.

Jesus was God’s firstborn.  Jesus was clean, spotless in every way.  We were sinners born unclean.

Jesus was sacrificed to redeem us.  He was literally a first fruits offering.

Jesus was given in faith.  This is how we should give – in faith.

Romans 5:8

But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

God gave His tithe – Jesus in faith before we ever believed.  We give our first fruits offering in the same way – before we see the blessing of God.

This is why tithing is so important.  It says, “God, I recognize you as first in my life. I am trusting You to take care of the rest.”

The first redeems the rest.

You shall bring the choice first fruits of your soil in the house of the Lord your God.

Again, it’s the best and the first into the House of God.
