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Mobilizing the church for conquest

Text: Numbers 1:1-3

We are born into battle
I. Introduction

A. Exod 6:26, 13:17-18. We are saved to be an army. The type of journey depends on our readiness to be a soldier

1. Numbers – One of the clearest pictures of the local church. God organize them to move into the Promise land. - “moving out”

2. Transform from slaves to soldier and from wandering in the wilderness to marching

a. May be necessary to go through wilderness but p not need to live there

B. God is preparing the church for world conquest

1. Takes more than “movements” and “visitation”.

2. Needs the “arrangement” – organized to move out together. Satan hates it – we are less effective when we are alone.

III. Three Keys To Mobilize the church to take the world for Jesus

A. Deployment through proper relationship (Num 10:1-4, 11-14)

1. By central command (10:1-4) v 2 “calling and directing”
a. No contradiction between the Holy Spirit leading and the leadership command

· When the manifested presence of God in the cloud or pillar moved, Moses blew the trumpet

b. Need to obey, cooperate and submit to those who have been place there to “call” and “direct” us

· Leaders need to discern the move of God and lead clearly. 

· 1 Corinthians 14:8 – “ For if the trumpet makes an uncertain sound, who will prepare himself for battle?”
c. The trumpets are “hammered” not join – our message/messenger needs to be united, integrated instead of be segmented

· Unity of purpose, vision

2. By tribal movement v14

a. First, Judah, eastern 3 tribe and those who dismantle the tabernacle, second, the southern tribes and those who carry the Ark, flowed by the western and northern tribe

b. God is putting the church into “right relationship”

· No more “charismatic individualism”

· Ezekiel 37 – “bone to bone” followed by God’s breath.

c. Some will be first – sovereign choice

d. All relationship needs to be centered on Christ - the tribes are clustered around the tabernacle – God is the center of our relationship – find power, forgiveness, etc

B. Discipline through proper attitudes (Num 11:1-4)

1. “ People complained” It is the nature of carnal man to find weaknesses, give reasons for not obeying and perceive fault in the system

a. Need to endure hardship with a right attitude

b. God allow things/people to irritate us to see our reaction in relationship. 

· 2 Timothy 2:3 – “You therefore must endure hardship as a good soldier of Jesus Christ.”

· I Peter 4:12-14

2. Basic problem is “self centeredness” v4

a. Sons and servants in church. Sons rally around father but servant accuse the father for not providing in times of pressure

b. Soldier – life of self denial – not living for good times, pleasure or food but for a purpose and calling. 

· 2 Timothy 2:4 – “ No one engaged in warfare entangles himself with the affairs of this life, that he may please him who enlisted him as a soldier.”

C. Delegation through spiritual impartation (Num 11:11-15)

1. Never God’s will for a leader to do the entire ministry alone.

a. Raise up and release others who have the spirit and vision of the leader

2. Took the spirit that is upon Moses and placed on the 70 elders v17

a. V 16 – Everyone needs to have a personal encounter with God

b. “ Your spirit upon them…” – the vision is personification of a human/leaders personality

· Some accept the vision but reject the vessel personality, etc

c. Empowered to “take responsibilities” not only “support”

d. Must have the signs of the anointing. V25

3. Some are called, others appointed but ALL can serve v26-29

a. Our goal – to empower EVERYONE to be a leader

b. There is no competition or sectarianism – we all have our part to play
