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In the course of the next few weeks we will be talking about how to pray in a spiritual battle.

Ephesians 6:12

For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the powers, against the world forces of this darkness, against the spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places.

Paul tells us to be aware of the strategy of the enemy.

Before we get to the mindset and strategies who is Satan?

Origins

Lucifer – heylel – shining one, morning star.

Halal – root of heylel - to shine, to praise, to boast, to act like a madman.

Latin – stella lucida – bright star.

Chaldean – the morning star.

Arab – splendid star.

Ezekiel 28:11-19

King of Tyre

Tyre was known for building its wealth by exploiting its neighbors.  Ancient writers referred to the city of Tyre as a city filled with unscrupulous merchants.  Tyre was a center of religious idolatry and sexual immorality.  The biblical prophets rebuked Tyre for its pride brought on by its great wealth and strategic location (Isaiah 23:1-18, Jeremiah 15:22; 27:1-11, Joel 3:4-8, Amos 1:9-10).

The descriptions however go beyond any mere human king.

An earthly king could not have been in Eden (v. 13) or have been the anointed cherub who covers in the holy mountain (v. 14).

Most Bible scholars believe that it is a dual prophecy, comparing the pride of the King of Tyre to the pride of Satan.  Some propose that the King of Tyre was actually possessed by Satan, making the link between the two even more powerful and applicable.

So, what happened?

Ezekiel seems to give us a good picture.

Lucifer was the angel of worship – v. 13 – settings and sockets – worked like an amplifier.

Lucifer guarded the presence of God.  He guarded the worship of the angels.

When?

Genesis 1:2

And the earth was formless and void, and darkness was over the surface of the deep…

Isaiah 14:12-15

O star of the morning is translated in KJV as Lucifer.

Matthew 4:8-10

Again, the devil took Him to a very high mountain, and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world, and their glory; and he said to Him, “All these things will I give You, if You fall down and worship me.”  Then Jesus said to him, “Begone, Satan! For it is written, “You shall worship the Lord your God, and serve Him only.”

What does the devil ultimately want?

Your worship!

He wants to divert attention to himself.

Anytime we take what God has given to us and attribute it to ourselves we are operating in the demonic.

Pride kills. 
Proverbs 16:18

Pride goes before destruction, and a haughty spirit before stumbling.

Like Satan, the human King of Tyre was prideful. Rather than recognize God’s sovereignty, the King of Tyre attributed Tyre’s riches to his own wisdom and strength. Not satisfied with his extravagant position, the King of Tyre sought more and more, resulting in Tyre taking advantage of other nations, expanding its own wealth at the expense of others. But just as Satan’s pride led to his fall and will eventually lead to his eternal destruction, so will the city of Tyre lose its wealth, power, and status.

History tells us that the kingdom of Tyre’s total destruction was partially fulfilled by Nebuchadnezzar and ultimately by Alexander the Great.

Proverbs 11:2


When pride comes, then comes dishonor, but with the humble is wisdom.

Pride takes a hold of us in mysterious ways.
