2 Samuel 5:17-25. 
What is reboot?

· PSam ( intimacy; PEug ( perspective (not performance, but position); PNate ( Father’s heart

· restarting a device, freeing up memory

· my Samsung laptop: last time was my MacBook, now my old Samsung (computer years)
· too many open programs, too many functions to execute ( overheating 
· growing church, new church plants, new ministries ( overheating ( member burn out 
· we need to reboot and begin moving in faith
David moves in faith
· united all of the tribes of Israel at age 30

· he has victory after victory and favor from men
· v10 ‘David became greater and greater, for the Lord God of hosts was with him.’ ( David KNOWS God’s favor is on him
· every reason for confidence, every reason for OVER confidence 
· Philistines hear David is king, grudge because of Goliath 

· meets him in battle at the valley of Rephaim, David asks whether or not to attack 
· v22 they come back again 

· personal confession of coasting as a worship leader

· a song will work in HC, so I use it in SPU, so I also use it on Sunday
· more accomplished, more expert = more reliant on experience 

· DAYS of prep become MINUTES

· worship fomula ( fast song, faster song, slow intense song, slow meditative song 

· reliance on formula instead of the Father
· David asks again 
· same battlefield, same enemy, DIFFERENT strategy, same victory
· we need to stop moving in just momentum and start moving in faith

It’s not easy to move in faith
Hebrews 11:1 Now faith is the [a]assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen. 

· we always want a sign, BUT we are not called to be men and women of signs, but of FAITH

1 Corinthians 13:12 For now we see in a mirror dimly, but then face to face; now I know in part, but then I will know fully just as I also have been fully known.
· Indiana Jones scene ( it looks like an empty chasm, but God says it is solid ground

· BUT we are only sure when we put our weight behind our leg and step forward 
· moving in faith is not just action
· example 1: when we pray but it seems nothing is happening

· example 2: when things are getting worse even though we are following God
How can we move in faith?
1. By moving in faith ( we face decisions of faith EVERY DAY
· building pledge ( diminishing bank account ( increasing alarm 
· God proves His faithfulness ( I am RICH, I OVERFLOW ( confidence grows daily in Him
· easier to take the NEXT STEP each time
2. Recognizing the faiths that surrounds us

· we don’t walk this faith alone, there are countless examples of faith that can encourage us

· Hebrews 11 and on
By faith, Hong Kong Korean church persisted in asking P Sam to come start pastor this church. By faith, Pastor Sam uprooted his family and came to Hong Kong, leaving everything and everyone he knew. By faith, these 6-7 people gathered every week to worship God and call themselves a church, not just a church but Solomon’s Porch. By faith, PSam called everyone who works at SP, and they answered in faith, leaving behind home country and successful careers. 

By faith, P Sam spoke on reboot. My respect for him as a man of God grew leaps and bounds when he confessed that he didn’t know whether he was intimate with God. 
We stand on the faiths of those came before us.
3. By moving the focus away from ourselves and putting it on God

· Hebrews 12:1-3

· the reality is that lives of faith can only exist in the light of a faithful God
· we don’t look at the act, but the One who says we can do it

· we can only take strength because He has already completed the work on the cross, that the victory has ALREADY been won

· we have courage and confidence because God is faithful to answer each of those steps of faith that were taken
