God doesn't want servants, he wants sons and daughters.              Hebrews 3:4-6 

Differences between sons and daughters and servants ... 

1. Sons build the house, servants serve the house. 

2. Sons hold the father's heart and the success of the father's work as their own. Servants take, sons inherit. 

3. Sons are always family oriented. Servants are always issue or ministry oriented. Sons put relationships ahead of ministry.

4. Sons use the language of family, servants use the language of individual terminology. 

5. Sons honor headship and cover the nakedness of their fathers, servants trade in exposing nakedness. Genesis 9:20-23, Psalm 127:5

6.  Sons honor naturally the chain of command. Servants continually question the chain of command. Can you submit to a leader you don't like? Soldiers do.

7. Sons bond new people to the family and the father. Servants bond new people to themselves.

8. Sons share their inner conversations. Servants tell you only what they want you to know.                                                                                                                           Inner conversations -what you really think, what you really feel on the inside. It is based on intimacy and transparency -John 15:15 

9. Sons are secure and can handle correction, discipline, and change. Servants place the fault on someone else. Hebrews 12:17 

10. Sons focus on the welfare of the people, servants focus on appearance.

Adoption -huiothesia -receiving into the relationship of a child. 

· Huios-son 

· Tithemi -to place 

· Paul specifically uses the word adoption in his letters in relation to the children of God belonging to God. 

· US adoption laws are very strict. The natural parents may give up their kids but an adopted parent is forbidden to give up their adopted kids. 

There is something supernatural about the revelation of the Father in our lives that changes us. There is fear when the Father is not there. Be set free from the insecurity and fear. 
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
