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Church trends.

No longer Christian but a follower of Jesus.

No longer evangelism but being incarnational.

No longer missions but being missional.

What does it mean to be missional?

In Christianity, being missional means living out the posture, thinking, behaviors, and practices of a missionary in order to engage others with the gospel message.

Let’s not get too complicated.  Let’s make it simple and reachable.

Luke 10 Master’s Plan of Evangelism 

1. Bless/Pray 

v.5
peace – Shalom. Jewish blessing
God empowers our words. The authority to bless is one of the most precious gifts God has given us. 
Genuine spiritual transactions take place when we speak blessings in Jesus’ name. 
eulogeo  – to bless, to speak well of
eu – good 
lego – to speak

· God blesses us – He acts for our good according to what we need most, not what we desire.

· We bless God – we speak well of Him, praise Him because He deserves it.

· We bless one another – we express good wishes
· Bless as Christ did w/ bread, infants – consecrate them for divine purpose.

There is power in our words. 
Sticks and stones may break my bones but names will never hurt me. 
WRONG!  Scars heal but words cut deep.

First course of action is to pray and bless.

2. Fellowship – sharing together


v. 7      
hang out, don’t move around, and spend time. 
how w/out sinning?  Invite to your house. 
John 17:13-19
1 John 2:15

Get to know one people.  Be approachable.  Don’t be a weird Christian that no one can relate to but remember you are not of this world.

3. Meet needs

v. 9      
1 John 3:17 
But whoever has the world’s goods, & beholds his brother in need & closes his heart against him, how does the love of God abide in him? 
Whatever people need – meet them.

Examples: 
Salvation Army – William Booth, 
     

World Vision. 
Bob Pierce – “Let my heart be broken by the things that break the heart of   God.” 

Meet not only their material needs but needs of all variety emotional, prayer, etc..
4. Preach 

v. 11      
Then we will have the influence or credibility to announce the Kingdom of God. 
How did most of us come to Christ?  Friends. 

Colossians 4:5-6
Conduct yourself w/ wisdom toward outsiders, making the most of the opportunity.  Let your speech always be w/ grace, seasoned as it were, with salt, so that you may know how you should respond to each person. 

5.  Result

What is the result? 
v. 17
· satan falls
· Father, Son and Holy Spirit rejoice

v. 21 babes
babies are not so innocent but they are dependent.

Our goal is not to win the lost.  Our goal is to love God and make Him happy.

Proverbs 15:20

When we win the lost for Christ, God is very happy.
