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Reboot – Prayer led Leadership

As leaders we want to operate not out of our best interests or our best thinking but by the voice of God.

Leadership philosophy – unanimous prayer agreement.

Acts 1 – the problem of Judas

Hearing the voice of God is a basic right of every child of God!

We are His sheep and need to be led.

· John 10:3-4

· John 10:14-18

· John 10:27

If you know the Lord, you have already heard His voice—it is the inner leading that brought you to Him in the first place.  Jesus always checked with His Father.

John 8:26-29

I have many things to speak and to judge concerning you, but He who sent Me is true; and the things which I heard from Him, these I speak to the world.” They did not realize that He had been speaking to them about the Father.  So Jesus said, “When you lift up the Son of Man, then you will know that I am He, and I do nothing on My own initiative, but I speak these things as the Father taught Me.  And He who sent Me is with Me; He has not left Me alone, for I always do the things that are pleasing to Him.”

It was an absolute necessity for Jesus to hear God in His ministry.

We need to learn from Jesus and hear from God for our daily decisions.

Don’t make guidance difficult and complicated.  It’s actually hard not to hear God if you really want to please and obey Him.  

If you stay humble He promises to guide you (Proverbs 16:1-3, 9).

Four simple guidelines to hear God’s voice:

I. Confess

Confess any unforgiven sin.  A clean heart is necessary if you want to hear God.

Psalm 66:18


If I regard wickedness in my heart, the Lord will not hear.

Psalm 51:17

The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; a broken and a contrite heart, O God, You will not despise.

II.  Submit

Submit to His lordship.  Ask Him to silence your own thoughts, desires, and opinions of others, which may be filling your mind.

2 Corinthians 10:5

We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against the knowledge of God, and we are taking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ
Even though you have a good mind to use, right now you want to hear the thoughts of the Lord who has the best mind (Proverbs 3:5-6).

III. Resist

Resist the enemy in case he is trying to deceive you at this moment.  Use the authority which Jesus Christ has given you to silence the voice of the enemy.

James 4:7


Submit therefore to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you.

Ephesians 6:10-20

IV.  Expect

Expect an answer.  After asking the question that is on your mind, wait for Him to answer.  Expect your loving heavenly Father to speak to you.  HE WILL!

Psalm 69:13

But as for me, my prayer is to You, O LORD, at an acceptable time; 
O God, in the greatness of Your lovingkindness, answer me with Your saving truth.

Exodus 33:11

The glue to all these is intimacy.  

James 4:8a


Draw near to God and He will draw near to you

This guideline is to be used for self-edification and the edification of the body of Christ.  It is not to be used for personal worldly gain or for self-glorification.  You are not a better Christian if you can hear His voice—you have merely submitted to Him.

It is so encouraging to hear God for other people.  As you pray for others, God will tell you what is going on and will give you words of wisdom to comfort and encourage that person.

We now know that God can and does speak to His people.  Now we will discuss how He does it.

Allow God to speak to you in the way He chooses.  Don’t try to dictate to Him concerning the guidance methods you prefer.  He is Lord—you are His servant.

So listen with a yielded heart – there is a direct link between yieldedness and hearing.

He may choose to speak to you:

1. Through His WORD.  This could come from your daily reading or He could guide you through a particular verse (Psalm 119:105).

2. Through an AUDIBLE VOICE (Exodus 3:4).

3. Through DREAMS (Matthew 2; Acts 10:10-16).

4. Through VISIONS (Isaiah 6:1; Revelation 1:12-17; Acts 10).

5. Through QUIET INNER VOICE (Isaiah 30:21; 1 Kings 19:11-13).
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
