        Hearing God’s Voice III

Thank you for the birthday wishes.  Hannah told me I am a genius.

Relationship with our Lord and Savior is the most important reason for hearing the voice of the Lord.  God is not only infinite but also personal.  

If you don’t have communication, you don’t have a personal relationship with Him.  That’s why we need to get into the Word and in prayer.

True guidance is getting closer to the Guide.  We grow to know the Lord better as He speaks to us and as we listen to Him and obey, we make His heart glad.

Exodus 33:11a

Thus the Lord used to speak to Moses face to face, just as a man speaks to his friend.

Matthew 7:24-27

Therefore everyone who hears these words of Mine and acts on them, may be compared to a wise man who built his house on the rock.  “And the rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and slammed against that house; and yet it did not fall, for it had been founded on the rock. “Everyone who hears these words of Mine and does not act on them, will be like a foolish man who built his house on the sand. “The rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and slammed against that house; and it fell—and great was its fall.”

Five principles to help in hearing in God’s voice:

1. The Ax head Principle 

2 Kings 6:1-7

A son of the prophets lost his ax head in the water.  He despaired because it was borrowed.  Elisha simply asked, “Where did it fall?”  Where was the last time you saw it.  

If you seem to have lost your way, go back to the last time you knew the sharp, cutting edge of God’s voice.  Then obey.

The key question is. “Have you obeyed the last thing God told you to do?”

Many times disobedience obstructs our ability to get direction.

God is more interested in you than He is interested in where you are going.

2. Own Leading Principle

Don’t rely primarily on others but get your own leading.
1 Kings 13

A prophet healed Jeroboam of his withered hand and Jeroboam wants to give him a reward.  The Lord had spoken very clearly to him though not to go and eat and go a different direction.  An old prophet met him and lied to him that an angel of the Lord directed him to bring him back and eat.  Bottom line, the prophet disobeyed the word of the Lord and listened to others and was killed by a lion.

God will use others to confirm your guidance, but you should also hear from Him directly.  It would be dangerous to rely on others to get the word of the Lord for you.

If it’s important to God than it will be important for God to speak to me personally.

Prophetic words should be confirmations of what God is already speaking to you about.

3. The Timing Principle

Don’t talk about your guidance until God gives you permission to do so.
Luke 9:36

And when the voice had spoken, Jesus was found alone. And they kept silent, and reported to no one in those days any of the things which they had seen.

Ecclesiastes 3:7b

A time to be silent and a time to speak.

Mark 5:19

Sometimes this happens immediately.  At other times here is a delay.

The main purpose of waiting is to avoid four pitfalls:

1. Pride – because God has spoken to you.

2. Presumption – by speaking before you have full understanding.

3. Missing God’s timing and method.

4. Bringing confusion to others.

There are many things that God has spoken to me about SP but I keep it to myself for now until God releases it.

Word on dating – keep any revelation to yourself.  Don’t use it to manipulate.

4.  Wise Men Principle
2 Corinthians 13:1

This is the third time I am coming to you. Every fact is to be confirmed by the testimony of two or three witnesses.
Just as the 3 wise men individually followed the star and in doing so, were all led to the same Christ, so God will often use two or more spiritually sensitive people to confirm what He is telling you.

Again the key word here is confirmation.

Example – SP 2.0, apostolic ministry.

5. Counterfeit Principle

Beware of counterfeits.  The devil is the father of lies and will try to deceive you.
Genesis 1:1


In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

Bara (barrra) – to shape, fashion always with God as subject.  To bring something into existence.  Creation out of nothing.

A man would argue with God about being able to create just as God did. So God let the man go first to prove that he could create just like God. The man stooped down and picked up a handful of dirt. God said to the man, "No, no, no, that's my dirt."

Man and Satan only makes, forms, design, build, develop, construct, prepare but never create - bara
Satan has a counterfeit for everything of God that is possible for him to copy.

Acts 8:9-11

Now there was a man named Simon, who formerly was practicing magic in the city and astonishing the people of Samaria, claiming to be someone great; and they all, from smallest to greatest, were giving attention to him, saying, “This man is what is called the Great Power of God.”  And they were giving him attention because he had for a long time astonished them with his magic arts.

Exodus 7:22

But the magicians of Egypt did the same with their secret arts; and Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he did not listen to them, as the LORD had said.

Counterfeit guidance comes from Ouija boards, séances, fortune telling, palm reading, tarot cards, and astrology (Leviticus 20:6, 19:26; 2 Kings 21:6).

The guidance of the Holy Spirit leads you closer to Jesus and into true freedom.

The guidance of Satan leads you away from God into bondage.

One key test for true guidance: Does your leading follow principles of the Bible?

The Holy Spirit NEVER contradicts the Word of God.

Canadian Mounties deal with counterfeit bills by studying the real thing so much that when they see a counterfeit bill they know right away.  Study the real thing.  

Every follower of Jesus has a unique ministry (1 Corinthians 12; 1 Peter 4:10-11; Romans 12; Ephesians 4).

The more you seek to hear God’s voice in detail, the more effective you will be in your own calling.

The will of God is doing and saying the right thing in the right place, with the right people, at the right time, and in the right sequence, under the right leadership, using the right method, with the right attitude of heart.

Practice hearing God’s voice and it becomes easier.  It’s like picking up the phone and hearing the voice of your best friend.  You know the voice because you’ve heard it so many times.  

Look at the prophet Samuel in his youth and in his old age and compare (1 Samuel 3:4-7, 8:7-10, 12:11-18).
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
