Missional Lifestyle rather than Missions
As a supplement to what he has already taught, but also to build on it based on this word:  the role of the Holy Spirit

As His body, we have a commission to go into the world.  Matthew 28: Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you [f]always, even to the end of the age.
It can be overwhelming when we see the numbers.

We can also feel overly pressured to convert or to lead someone to sinner’s prayer.

Engel Scale

Evangelism 101:

Pray & Bless – we should be praying all the time as a first step to evangelizing 
Fellowship – Sharing a meal, spending time together, to build rapore and relationship
Meet Needs – Help provide needs as a way of love
Preach – Once we have built up our credibility
Is this all need?

What is it that makes this all effective?  

These are simple points that P. Sam taught so that we can have guidelines on how to be missional.  Remember he called it evangelism 101.  

I’m going to call label it as evangelism 102 and it comes from John 16

TEACHING

In order to understand what is happening here we need to understand who John is.

WHO WAS JOHN

· John was the disciple of love.  
· He was also on of the original apostle of the church.  He often refers to himself as the one whom Jesus loved.

HIS WRITING
· John was the last of the apostles.  He out lived Peter and Paul by at least 25 years.  His books were also written after the other books. 

· His writing will is centered on how he can pass on all he has seen.  
· How can he ensure those after the age of the apostles will hold onto the word.  
· How can he make sure that once he dies, the truth of Christ, His death, His resurrection, and all that Jesus taught will continue on?  What are the most important parts of Jesus’ life, and teachings?
· That’s why each of the parables and miracles that John chooses to write about divinity of Christ and that He is the son of God.  It is this message of His coming, and dying for us that we may have life.  That’s the good news.  The gospel.  

· In fact, this part of teaching is only in John and none of the other Gospels.  

LAST MEAL WITH HIS FRIENDS
Upper Room, Jesus was spending his last meal with His disciples. He’s speaking things to him closest to His heart.  And for Jesus, He knew why he came to earth, to save humanity, to save them, His friends. 

· And so He’s speaking of His purpose.

· He’s teaching them how to find Him.

· Most importantly, how to find Him when He leaves, and how to teach others to find Him as well.

Ch14:  Jesus is the way to the Father
In My Father’s house are many dwelling places, if it were not so, I would not have told you; for I go to prepare a place for you.

Famous verse 6:  6 Jesus *said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through Me.
- He’s teaching them the ONLY way to God is through Jesus.  Through His death and His resurrection.

Ch15:  He is the vine, we are the branches
Now that they have accepted Jesus, and are with Him, Jesus is now teaching them how to live.

4 Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit [c]of itself unless it abides in the vine, so neither can you unless you abide in Me. 5 I am the vine, you are the branches; he who abides in Me and I in him, he bears much fruit, for apart from Me you can do nothing.
He then tells them to GO and share in this good news of who He is, and how others can get to the Father.

16 You did not choose Me but I chose you, and appointed you that you would go and bear fruit,
Ch16:  Jesus teaches about the Holy Spirit 
Knowing that eventually He would leave them, He now teaches them how they can be fruitful in the world.

Jesus though He loved them, said it’s better for Him to go, so that they could receive the Helper.  Whom we know as Holy Spirit.  
He explains this in verse 12, He wants to teach them more, but they can’t bear it.  There is so much more that Jesus wanted to show them, but in their humanity, they could not understand everything that Jesus wanted to teach them.  Or know when, or how to say things.  So how can they know all the knowledge that Jesus knows?  How can they teach others about Jesus and the way to the Father without the knowledge, understanding, and power of Jesus?  The Holy Spirit.  
V13:  Whatever the Spirit speaks, it's not His own, but Christ’s.  The Spirit is essentially Christ in all His power, glory, knowledge, and understanding inside of us.  
You and me. 
Jesus is telling them, to go, and how will they be effective?  ONLY with the Holy Spirit!

Christ's departure was necessary to the Comforter's coming. Sending the Spirit was to be the fruit of Christ's death, which was his going away. His bodily presence could be only in one place at one time, but his Spirit is every where, in all places, at all times. See here the office of the Spirit, first to reprove, or to convince. Convincing work is the Spirit's work; he can do it effectually, and none but he. It is the method the Holy Spirit takes, first to convince, and then to comfort. The Spirit shall convince the world, of sin; not merely tell them of it. The Spirit convinces of the fact of sin; of the fault of sin; of the folly of sin; of the filth of sin, that by it we are become hateful to God; and the fruit of sin, that the end thereof is death. The Holy Spirit proves that all the world is guilty before God. He convinces the world of righteousness; that Jesus of Nazareth was Christ the righteous. Also, of Christ's righteousness, imparted to us for justification and salvation. He will show them where it is to be had, and how they may be accepted as righteous in God's sight. Christ's ascension proves the ransom was accepted, and the righteousness finished, through which believers were to be justified. Of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged.
Zechariah 4:6- 6 Then he said to me, “This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel saying, ‘Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ says the Lord of hosts.
ONLY HOLY SPIRIT can convict the world of sin, and then to bring them into repentance.  

How important it is for us to have the spirit! 
All the things that we were taught about praying, fellowshipping, providing needs, they are all good things.

But without the spirit, we cannot be effective ministers or missionaries of Jesus, even though we do all those things.
So How can we be EFFECTIVE in living a Missional Lifestyle?

1)  Live a life that is Conducive to the Holy Spirit
a)  Living Holy lives through knowing His word.

How can a young man keep his way pure? By keeping it according to Your word.10 With all my heart I have sought You; Do not let me wander from Your commandments.11 Your word I have treasured in my heart,That I may not sin against You. - Psalm 119:9-11
Knowing His commandments so we can remain pure.

But not just that, knowing His word so that we can know Him more.  Remember this is a love relationship.  

Do you want to know how to be VERY Effective?

Cindy Jacobs, a world renown profit says this in her book The Voice of God.

In her book, she’s explaining the training that those who desire to work in the prophetic have to go through to build and train their character, and part of that training is protecting their walks with God.  

She writes: “We know it is a biblical principle that unto whom much is given, much is required.  It seems that others can get away with things that I can’t.  For instance, I know people who watch movies that to me are marginal and it seems their consciences aren’t bothered at all.  If I were to do that, I believe the Holy Spirit within me would be deeply grieved.  I would end up on my face in some dark corner of my house repenting before God."
Not just for her, for us ALL.

The same spirit that is in her is the same one that’s in us.

The spirit that gave to the apostles, is the same one that’s in us.  

11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you,.. - Romans 8:11
b)  Having Faith, meaning OBEY:
