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POINTS
1 – We need to go.
Philippians 2 – Jesus came

· He modeled the heart of God for us.  

· Though He did not have to, He came.  Jesus could have saved us from heaven.  But He CHOSE to enter into our suffering.  

· How many of us have come to love the Lord because we have experienced Him in this way?  Because we know that HE understands us.  Because we know that HE has experienced the suffering in the world, but yet overcame on our behalf.  

That’s why the prophetic gift is so powerful and so touching for us.  When we receive a prophetic word from someone who knows nothing of our situation, it’s as if God revealed to us His intimate care for us.  To be known by God is a POWERFUL and LOVING, and it gives us a sense of security.  

And so that’s why He sends His people to go:  Genesis 12:1-2
Go forth from your country, and from your relatives and fro your father’s house, to the land which I will show you; And I will make you a great nation, and I will bless you, and make your name great; and so you shall be a blessing;
We need to go:
1. Because Jesus went
2. Because there is a biblical command for us to go. There is a biblical command for us to ENTER into the world, the suffering, and bring His kingdom.  
Isaiah 61:1 & Luke 4:18

“The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me,
Because He anointed Me to preach the gospel to the poor.
He has sent Me to proclaim release to the captives,
And recovery of sight to the blind,
To set free those who are oppressed,
2 – We go because it’s how God shapes us
Jesus’ disciples were shaped into apostles through following Jesus into the world’s suffering.

· Many of us are lost in our lives.  Many have asked me to pray for jobs, career, work.  Or maybe have asked me the question of “why am I in this season?”, or “what is the significance of my work?”, “I don’t really feel this is the place.”
· Could it be that are waiting for an answer in the wrong place?

· We are focusing on ourselves and our futures instead of letting go of our futures and letting God shape us in the process of following Him in biblical principles?

3 – We are to be the representatives of hope to a world in need of a biblical hope.

Matthew 28:19

Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit.

The Great Commission is based on biblical hope.  We preach the gospel because it is enough.  The Gospel brings hope and comfort to those that are suffering because it’s beyond circumstances.  
Romans 15:4 [NASB]

For whatever was written in earlier times was written for our instruction, so that through perseverance and the encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope.
Our hope is in JESUS, the one that the scriptures wrote about.  
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
