1 Corinthians 12:4-7

Gifts - charisma - grace, a favor with which one receives without any merit of his own.
Ministries - diakonia - deacon, service, ministering, esp. of those who execute the commands of others, the service of those who prepare and present food.
Effect - energema - energy, to be operative, be at work, put forth power, to display one's activity. Spirit produced display.

Manifestation - phanerosis - to make visible or known what has been hidden or unknown, to manifest, whether by words, or deeds, or in any other way, to become known, to be plainly recognized, thoroughly understood.

The manifestations are not the Holy Spirit. They are the reactions to the Holy Spirit.

About 3 in the morning, as we were continuing constant in prayer, the power of God came mightily upon us, insomuch that many cried out for exceeding joy, and many fell to the ground. As soon as we were recovered a little from that awe and amazement at the presence of His majesty, we broke out with one Voice, "We praise Thee, 0 God; we acknowledge Thee to be the Lord!

After these meetings Whitefield began open air preaching as did Wesley and revival broke out in England.

What we are talking about is the presence of God.

Theologians speak of God's presence in two ways - He is omnipresent – God is in every place at every time.

It's a conceptual thing, a philosophical, intellectual belief. It has to do with God's BIGNESS.

It’s also a declaration of faith, one that is based on Biblical revelation.

Psalm 139:7

Where can I go for Your Spirit, where can I flee from Your presence?

David is reflecting on God's everywhere-ness.

Martin Luther

God is closer to everything than anything is to itself.

God's omnipresence is an abstract, intangible concept.

The second way is what we call manifest presence - direct personal encounter with God.

God is no longer content with just observing but manifests His presence in a way that we can know that He truly is here.

Totally Biblical - Adam and Eve, Moses, Abraham, prophets, Pentecost, apostles.

The entire Bible is a declaration of God's dynamic presence in the midst of His people, whether it be a celebration of His intervention in the past, a chronicling of recent experience, or an anticipation of His ultimate and eternal manifestation at the end of history when God will be with His people (Rev 21:3).

From start to finish, the Scriptures are a literary record of God's coming to humankind, at His initiative. It is the experiential reality of the presence of God that stands at the center of biblical faith.

Samuel Terrian - The Elusive Presence: The Heart of Biblical Theology

The theology of presence is so much the unique feature of the Scriptures that it is that which distinguishes Christian faith from both classical antiquity and current world religions.

Throughout the Bible and history God's dynamic presence has come with an effect.

Genesis 15:12 - Abram fell into a deep sleep. Radam - to be in a deep sleep or fall into a deep sleep.

1 Samuel 19:23 - Saul lay for close to 24 hours prophesying.

Ezekiel 3:23 - fell face down when the glory of the Lord came.

Daniel 8:17 - fell face down when Gabriel showed up.

Daniel 10:9 - fell down at the sound of the words of Gabriel.

John 18:6 - guards jumped back and fell to ground at words of Christ.

Acts 9:22, 26 - Saul fell to the ground.

Revelation 1:17 - fell at his feet as though dead.

Habakkuk 3:16 - prophets legs trembled.

Jeremiah 23:9 - bones tremble at prophetic experience.

Could it be demonic?

Let's have more faith in God's ability to bless than in Satan's ability to deceive.

Do you ever hear someone say when someone is crying, it's the devil that is making that person do that?

If we believe that the Spirit can bring about weeping in us then why not other things?

We accept crying because we are used to it.

Be careful not to call light darkness.
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
