Hebrides Revival

November 1949 in the Hebrides Islands off the coast of Scotland, two sisters, Peggy and Christine Smith were burdened for their church.  No young people.  They sensed the Lord speaking to them:

Isaiah 44:3


I will pour water on the thirsty land, and streams on the dry ground.

They prayed in their home 2-3 nights a week from 10pm-3am.  They invited the minister to come and join them and encouraged the elders to pray on Tuesdays and Fridays for revival.  7 men met in a barn to pray for revival. They entered into a covenant with God in accordance with Isaiah 62:6-7: 

On your walls, O Jerusalem, I have appointed watchmen; 

All day and all night they will never keep silent. 

You who remind the Lord, take no rest for yourselves; 

And give no rest until He establishes 

And makes Jerusalem a praise in the earth.                                                                       They would give God no rest until He sent revival.  

After almost 2 months one night while reading Psalm 24:3-5: 

Who may ascend into the hill of the Lord? 

And who may stand in His holy place? 

He who has clean hands and a pure heart, 

Who has not lifted up his soul to falsehood, 

And has not sworn deceitfully.

He shall receive a blessing from the Lord 

And righteousness from the God of his salvation.   

One of the men spoke out, 

"Brethren, is it not so much humbug to be waiting thus night after night if we ourselves are not right with God?" 

He then lifted his hands and cried out, "Oh God, are my hands clean? Is my heart pure?" Immediately he fell prostrate on the floor. An awesome awareness of God filled the barn. God released a stream of supernatural power in their lives. That night they found themselves searched by the holiness of God and saw things in their lives they had never suspected.  At the same time something happened in the town.  Drunks were making their way to church on their hands and knees crying out for mercy. The church was being filled with saints and sinners crying out to God.  They called upon a well-known evangelist, Duncan Campbell to come and speak.  On a Wed night meeting late into the night there was a strong sense of God’s presence at the meeting but nothing happened.  After the benediction and everyone had left Campbell was walking down the aisle with the young man who had prayed in the barn and he cried out, “God, you can’t fail us!  You promised to pour water on the thirsty and floods upon the dry ground.  God, You can’t fail us!”  Then he was slain in the Spirit.  By the time they reached the door there were 600 people waiting to get into the church.  Revival had broken out.

There was so much power in those meetings. One unsaved man said, "I haven't been to church, but this revival is in the air. I can't get away from the Spirit." 

A bus driver became so burdened that he stopped the bus and made a plea to his passengers to repent feeling sure that someone was hearing God's last call to salvation and wouldn't not be returning home with them. The warning went unheeded and before the return journey a young man who had been on the bus was killed in a tragic circumstance. 

Duncan Campbell

When I speak of revival, I am not thinking of high-pressure evangelism. I am not thinking of crusades, or of special efforts convened and organized by man. That is not in my mind at all. Revival is something altogether different from evangelism on its highest level. Revival is a moving of God
in the community, and suddenly the community becomes God-conscious before a word is said by any man representing any special effort.

Revelation 22:1-3

Ezekiel 47:1-12

Ezekiel 47:3

When the man went out toward the east with a line in his hand, he measured a thousand cubits, and he led me through the water, water reaching the ankles.

Water reaching the ankles – He teaches us how to walk in the ways of God.

Ezekiel 47:4a

Again he measured a thousand and led me through the water, water reaching the knees.

Water reaching the knees – He teaches us how to pray.

Ezekiel 47:4b

Again he measured a thousand and led me through the water, water reaching the loins.

Water reaching the loins – He teaches us how to reproduce, make new disciples.

Ezekiel 47:5

Again he measured a thousand; and it was a river that I could not ford, for the water had risen, enough water to swim in, a river that could not be forded.

Water to swim in – He takes us to a place of absolute surrender where our life is not our own but God’s.

How do we get here?

How do we get back to the greatest commandment?

Mark 12:29

Jesus answered, “The foremost is, ‘Hear, O Israel! The Lord our God is one Lord; and you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your strength.’  “The second is this, ‘you shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ There is no other commandment greater than these.”

So simple but lost in the church at times.

Honestly I don’t know but I know where it can start.  Prayer.

James 5:16-17

Therefore, confess your sins to one another, and pray for one another so that you may be healed.  The effective prayer of a righteous man can accomplish much.  Elijah was a man with a nature like ours, and he prayed earnestly that it would not rain, and it did not rain on the earth for three years and six months.

Elijah was just like us.  Prone to depression, suicidal tendencies, emotional ups and downs – but he prayed!

Come, Holy Spirit – Jay Jakub.

We have to be honest and say the greatest obstacle that we will face will be ourselves.

The highest demonic force coming against us will be selfishness, love of self over and above love for God and especially love for others.

Biblical principle:

Philippians 2:3-5

Do nothing from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility of mind let each of you regard one another as more important than himself; do not merely look out for your own personal interests, but also for the interests of others.  Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus

If we are to pursue the attitude of Christ it will require that we get out of self.

“Lord, I give you my life for NK but I won’t eat kimchee.”

“Lord, I give you my life but who drank my orange juice.”

I was laughing and incredulous but then wondered if I had done this and found myself the object of my own laughter.  

Galatians 2:20

I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me, and delivered Himself up for me.
