I. Dare to dream
A. It takes faith to hope and dream
“Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” (Hebrews 11:1)
B. Monty Roberts (kept dreaming in the face of opposition)
…high school assignment on goal setting…he had a dream to have his own ranch…the teacher gave him a failing grade and told him to redo the assignment because it was unrealistic…he thought long and hard about it and turned in the same paper…he wrote to the teacher, “You can keep the failing grade, I’ll keep my dream.” …today his dream has come true, he has a ranch with thousands of acres…hanging above the fireplace is a picture of that high school paper…today kids from the school he graduated from visit his ranch…and the teacher? Well, even the teacher has visited the ranch

II. Work hard
A. It takes faith to move mountains 
“Truly I tell you, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ and it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you.” (Matthew 17:20)
B. Dashrath Manjhi (dug a path through a mountain) 
…worked in the mines, walked 35 miles to work over a mountain …wife died bringing him food …he carved a path 120 yards long, 30 ft wide …took him 22 years …reduced the journey over the mountain from 35 miles to 10 miles… “When I started hammering the hill, people called me a lunatic but that steeled my resolve.” 
III. Don’t give up
A. It takes faith to keep going
“Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.” (Galatians 6:9)

B. Noah Diaz (healed of an incurable disease) 
IV. Get the right partners

A. It takes faith to connect with others
“I pray that your partnership with us in the faith may be effective in deepening your understanding of every good thing we share for the sake of Christ.” (Philemon 1:6)
B. Rick Hoyt (partnered with his dad and did the impossible)
…Rick had cerebral palsy…he felt so alive when he and his dad competed

B. Kids learning to walk
