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Matthew 6:5-13

When you pray, you are not to be like the hypocrites; for they love to stand and pray in the synagogues and on the street corners so that they may be seen by men.  Truly I say to you, they have their reward in full.  “But you, when you pray, go into your inner room, close the door and pray to your Father who is in secret, and your Father who sees what is done in secret will reward you.

“And when you are praying, do not use meaningless repetition as the Gentiles do, for they suppose that they will be heard for their many words.  “So do not be like them; for your Father knows what you need before you ask Him.

“Pray, then in this way:

‘Our Father who is in heaven, Hallowed be Your name.

‘Your kingdom come.  Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.

‘Give us this day our daily bread.

‘And forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors.  

‘And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from evil.  

For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever.  Amen.’

Lord’s Prayer starts with praise and ends with praise.

Praise is one of the highest things we can do. He lives within our praises.  God becomes alive…

Psalm 22:3

Yet You are holy, O You who are enthroned upon the praises of Israel.

Praise and worship restore us to the spiritual state that God intended and gives believers the dynamic supernatural energy and power that we need to be victorious.

Worship brings heaven to Earth.

Praise through:

1. Mouths

2. Bodily movements

3. Playing & singing music

1. Hallah - to be vigorously excited, to boast, rave, to celebrate - loud voice

· Barak - to bless, to declare God the origin of power for success, prosperity & fertility, to be still. – Quiet & hushed

· Shabach - to command, address in a loud tone, to shout

2. Todah - to extend the hands in thanksgiving

· Yadah - to worship with extended hands- to throw out the hands enjoying God.

Psalm 134:2 - Lift your hands in the sanctuary, & bless the Lord.

Psalm 107 - Give thanks (praise) yadah

3. Zamar - to pluck the strings of an instrument, to praise with song

· Tehillah - singing in the Spirit.

Vineyard

No matter what method – be obedient & sensitive to the Holy Spirit.

Worship is all about Jesus – it’s not about you or me.

This ending may not have been in the original Greek NT.

The origin of this phrase goes back to King David.

1 Chronicles 29:10-13

So David blessed the LORD in the sight of all the assembly; and David said, “Blessed are You, O LORD God of Israel our father, forever and ever.  “Yours, O LORD, is the greatness and the power and the glory and the victory and the majesty, indeed everything that is in the heavens and the earth; Yours is the dominion, O LORD, and You exalt Yourself as head over all.  “Both riches and honor come from You, and You rule over all, and in Your hand is power and might; and it lies in Your hand to make great and to strengthen everyone.  “Now therefore, our God, we thank You, and praise Your glorious name.
The Kingdom

Israel’s king was acknowledging the kingship of God!

Israel foolishly demanded a king for themselves like all the other nations and God acquiesced.  What Israel failed to affirm then, David makes up for by announcing God as the true King and later Jesus as the King of all kings.

Luke 12:32 

Do not be afraid little flock, for your Father has chosen gladly to give you the kingdom.

Colossians 1:13

For He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son,

2 Timothy 4:18

The Lord will rescue me from every evil deed and will bring me safely to His heavenly kingdom; to Him be the glory forever and ever. Amen.

Not only is God the King but also, He rules in the church and in the world.  

Romans 13:1

Every person is to be in subjection to the governing authorities. For there is no authority except from God, and those which exist are established by God.
His kingdom is peace, joy and righteousness.

Rom 14:17

for the kingdom of God is not eating and drinking, but righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.
The Power

1 Chronicles 29:12 

Both riches and honor come from You, and You rule over all, and in Your hand is power and might; and it lies in Your hand to make great and to strengthen everyone.
There are two Greek words for power – dunamis (enabling) and exousia (authority).  

Dunamis – the enabling energy or power that makes things happen.  Dynamite, dynamic.  Wanted to name my child this.
Jesus is talking about the Holy Spirit.

Acts 1:8

but you will receive power (dunamis) when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of the earth.
The point is only the enabling power of the Spirit can make the Kingdom real to us.

When we say Yours is the power we are confessing our helplessness without Him.  

He gives power

· To His people – Psalm 68:35

· To gain wealth – Deuteronomy 8:18

· To the faint – Isaiah 40:29

Who traffics in power? The church does.

We should not be afraid of power:

· New Age movement – afraid we will be seduced by evil power

· Afraid we might get a demon

So sad that so many Christians are missing out of the power of God because they are afraid.

When supernatural phenomena do not occur, what is the attitude of the writers of Scripture toward their absence? When there is an absence of the supernatural in the Old Testament, the Scripture writers do not take that as normative for the people of God; rather they take it as a sign of judgment.
Normative Christian behavior.

The Glory 

This mainly means that we should be mindful to give God all the credit for what He does in answering our prayers.

Glory in Hebrew is kabodh which means heaviness.  

· Throws their weight around.

· He is a heavyweight.

· Carries a lot of weight.

The glory in the OT was visible and physical.  

2 Chronicles 5:14

so that the priests could not stand to minister because of the cloud, for the glory of the LORD filled the house of God.
Psalm 24, He is the King of glory.

Isaiah 42:8

I am the LORD, that is My name; I will not give My glory to another, Nor My praise to graven images.


Glory in Greek is doxa.  We get the word doxology, which means praise.  But it actually comes from the root word, which means opinion, judgement or view.  

God has an opinion – on everything and He wants to share that opinion with us and for us to take it seriously.  He wants praise and glory for every opinion He has.

When we pray Yours is the glory – we are giving Him credit for everything – all that we have, all that we are, everything!
